“Water Sky": Recount Story
Details, Part 1 s min) rs2

Preview the Text

Ask students to open to “Water Sky” and quickly
skim the text with a partner. Students should tell
their partner what they notice about the text and
illustrations and what they can infer from the text
features.

Read to Find Key Story Details

Have students read paragraphs 1-7, and have
them number key events and underline key
details. When they have finished reading, ask
students to write a short summary of what they
have read in the margin.

Collaborative Conversation: Partner
Ask partners to share their annotations and
recount the story details to one another. Monitor
students’ conversations to identify students who
need additional instructional support. Students will
encounter the following details in their reading:

Lincoln describes Barrow as a “barren Arctic outpost” and for
a few moments after he gets off the plane, he can see
nothing but white.

Lincoln spoke on the phone with Vincent Ologak several
months before these events and planned on meeting him at
the airport, but no one has arrived to meet him.

Call on students to share the key details they
identified. During class discussion, create a class
chart listing agreed-upon key details. Ask
volunteers to read their key details to recount the
story. Have students create a class detail chart.
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Ask questions to encourage students
0 connect details that happen at the
same time.

During independent time,
have students partner-read this paragraph for additional practice.

[V Apply Understanding

During independent time, ask students to read and annotate paragraphs
8-16. Ask them to use thier annotations to write a few sentences in the
margin recounting the key story events in this section. Sample response:
Lincoln meets an Eskimo named Kusiq who is dressed in clothes of animal
fur and wears sealskin boots. He is there instead of Vincent Ologak to pick
Lincoln up. Lincoln begins to panic when he thinks he will not be meeting
Vincent Ologak as he planned, and thinks back to how his parents argued
about whether he should make the trip to Alaska.
